SAVE OUR BRUSHES!
Do you have a jar of ‘Dead’ brushes? Before you toss them, let’s try to revive them!
The Dried Acrylic Paint Culprit

Usually a brush is ruined because acrylic paint has dried up inside the metal ferrule.
That’s bad news since it pushes the bristles apart. And a ratty brush is of no use to you.

But, before performing euthanasia and putting the poor brush out of its misery, here are
three potential solutions that may save your brush and save you money. Of course, there
are no guarantees. But even if they fail.. At least you tried!

Technique 1: The Hot Vinegar Soak
1. Heat up some white vinegar. Don’t boil it, just hot.
2. Soak the bristles for 10 to 15 minutes

3. Use a brush comb or an old toothbrush to gently scrape the softened paint out of the
ferrule.

4. Wash with soap and water, then reshape it. This often works like magic!

Technique 2 - Rubbing Alcohol

You can soak the brushes in rubbing alcohol (or vodka) to remove dried-on acrylic
paint. However, this can dry out the bristles. Think of this solution as a last resort... like
using defibrillator paddles!

...and One More...

Technique 3 - Murphy’s Oil Soap

You can soak your brushes in Murphy’s Oil Soap. This household cleaning product will
help the paint dissolve without harming the brush hairs.

So, there you have it... 3 ways to save your brushes and save you money!
